CHANGES TO COMMUNITY BUS FACILITIES
Concessionary Bus Transport Changes 

From April 1 the government is funding free local bus travel after 9:30am (all day Saturdays, Sundays & Bank Holidays). The snag is that “local” means only the area covered by Hunts District Council. If you cross the boundaries you can travel anywhere in Cambridgeshire for a flat fare of £1.80 return, £1.00 single. You need a pass, which also allows you to buy a one-day Multibus ticket for £3.

Stilton Parish Council has been asked to contact Mr S Vara (our MP) to point out that the new scheme cuts off free travel to Peterborough where most of us go for hospital services, dentist and other healthcare, as well as for shopping and leisure. Tesco’s at Serpentine Green is outside our District Boundaries. Huntingdon is not a substitute, even though it has Waitrose and an M & S food store! On the other hand, if you want to go to Cambridge you can now get there and back for £1.80, so all is not doom and gloom. If you feel the scheme is flawed, please let Mr Vara know; perhaps he can put our case to Gordon Brown.

WHO QUALIFIES? 

Anyone over 60, and many people with medical disabilities and impaired mobility. Anyone who is registered blind or partially sighted can travel free throughout the County. 

GETTING A PASS 

If you already have a bus pass you can continue to use it. As it reaches its expiry date you will need to renew it. If you do not have a pass you will need to apply for one, preferably in person at Huntingdonshire District Council Office, Pathfinder House, Huntingdon PE29 3TN (01480 388167) or Peterborough Town Hall. 

WHAT TO TAKE 

A recent passport photograph, proof of residency (eg a gas or electricity bill) and evidence of age (eg a passport or driving licence). You will have to fill in a short form. 

Community Transport 

This service is now operated by Nene and Ouse Community Transport (contact: 01832 733336 Lorna McGoldrich). To use it you must be a member at a cost of £6 a year. The bus passes can be used on this service which caters for those who do not have access to a private car and who find using buses difficult to get to medical services and shops etc. Holidays and day trips are also organized for members. 

Yaxley Health Service Bus

(FINANCED BY CAMBS COUNTY COUNCIL) 

This is operated on Tuesdays by Whippet Coaches. It leaves Stilton at 10:25 and returns from the Health Centre at 11:15am and 12:15pm.

Special Rubbish Collection 

APRIL 26 - 28 

Please leave your rubbish outside your property (but not impeding the footpath) by 7am on Wed April 26. White goods will be collected separately; please take off the doors of fridges and freezers. Heavy items will only be taken if they can be lifted easily by 2 men. 

What won't be taken: 

· Rubber tyres

· Builder's rubble

· Petrol engines

· Whole tree trunks

· Cast-iron household goods(eg stoves and baths)

Garden refuse should go into your green bin: paper etc can be recycled.

Anti-Social Parking 

Please do not park vehicles on grass verges (eg on North Street or on the grassed amenity area such as Gala Close or Mill Road. Damage to the grass is not only unsightly, but makes grass cutting very difficult. Filling in the ruts made by parked vehicles is proving costly for the Council Tax payer.

Neighbourhood Policing Team 

PC Wendy Ellis made her usual monthly report to the Parish Council with news of three crimes reported over the last month; one of criminal damage, and two thefts from vehicles. One of these was from business premises and advice on better security has been given.

This is a reminder to everyone to take care of their own possessions; do not leave things on view in the car, lock them away from sight. Always lock your car when leaving it, even if only for a few minutes to pay for petrol or dash in to buy a newspaper.

PICK A WINNER AT THE RACECOURSE

Readers should by now have received the Refuse & Recycling Newsletter from HDC. Don’t throw it away! There is a voucher for a free 50 litre bag of soil improver made from our very own green waste collection. Just take the voucher along to Huntingdon Racecourse on 22nd April 10am - 4pm to claim your bag. But get there early; if previous giveaways are any guide there will be huge demand.

If you want some of this compost at any time, for planters, or to revive an exhausted border, you can buy it direct from the composting depot at Ellington (first turning west off the A14 from Brampton Hut.)

The green waste collection has been taking kitchen waste for some time. It’s still early days; the scheme has been rolled out progressively across the region, so there isn’t a representative set of data yet, but the signs look good. Green waste collection tends to fluctuate a lot, according to the weather and time of year, but the graph gives an indication of the rapid increase in popularity of the scheme.

Neighbourhood Noise Complaints 

Huntingdonshire District Council publishes a useful leaflet which explains what to do if you think you are suffering from noisy neighbours - i.e. if, in the legal sense, “the noise is more than tolerable to a reasonable person.” If you have exhausted all polite approaches then the Environmental Protection Act 1990 can be used by the Council. The Environmental Health Officer will be in charge of any investigation.

If you would like a copy of the leaflet ring Environmental Health Services (01480) 388302 and ask for the leaflet, “Neighbourhood Noise Complaints: Advice to Householders.” Or you can download it from the HDC website, www.huntsdc.gov.uk - just type “noise” in the search box.

NOW YOU CAN RESERVE YOUR OWN COMPUTER

NETLOAN 

As many readers will know, we have at Yaxley three General PCs, two Office PCs and two PCs for children. These are the People’s Network Computers which are available for the public to use; each person is able to have an hour of computer time per day, free of charge. At the beginning of February a new system of booking these computers was introduced. You are still able as before to come in to the library and use any available computer, but now you can book one in advance, either by  ringing our Contact Centre on 0845 045 5225, or by coming in to the library and asking any member of staff for details. 

All customers (including children) will need a Library Card with a barcode and a PIN to use the PCs. Towards the end of each person’s session, warnings pop up at 5 and 2 minutes before timeout. If a computer has been booked but the customer fails to turn up Netloan will wait for 10 mins before allowing anyone else to log on. The end of day is set to 5 minutes before closing time. 

YOUNG ADULTREADING GROUP 

Nine young adults attended the first meeting of the Young Adult Reading Group; they began by introducing themselves and discussing what they would like as a group to be called, watch this space. We also talked about how the group would work in the future and then everyone chose a book and said why they had chosen that particular title. The Road Goes On...

MORE ABOUT THE GREAT NORTH ROAD by Rick Landy

BIRTHDAY BOYS

2005 marked the 300th anniversary of the birth of two well-known characters from Stilton’s history. The first, Cooper Thornhill, was a colourful character and is credited with “bringing Stilton cheese to the world.” He marketed the East Midlands-made cheese from the Bell Inn to the huge number of coaches and wagons which passed along the Great North Road between London and York.

(SCAN says, see if you can find Cooper Thornhill’s tombstone near the East end of St Mary’s chancel.)

The other could not have been more different.  Dick Turpin was born in Essex and, far from the romantic image portrayed by William Harrison Ainsworth in  his fictionalised novel, Rookwood, would have been a brutish and unpleasant character. He is said to have stayed at the Bell Inn for three years. After a short but violent life he met his end at the end of a rope in 1739.

TRANSPORT OF DELIGHT

Long before what is known as the “golden age” of coach travel from the early to mid 1800's, the 1706 stage-coach was a crudely constructed affair. Suspended on leather braces, with no doors or windows, it lurched violently over rough ground and it was not unusual for passengers travelling on the outside to be thrown off!

The road network in England had been neglected since Roman times. Coach travel prior to the enactment of the first turnpike trust in 1766 (and for some time afterwards) was a haphazard undertaking. The sinuous nature of British roads, even across level terrain, attests to the way in which carts and wagons wandered at will across mostly unenclosed land.

Avoiding the deep ruts and muddy pools. dusty, muddy or simply impassable at times, the coach travellers were subjected to all the vagaries the British climate could throw at them. Add to this the variety of characters with which one would be incarcerated for long periods of time and we can see that there was then little pleasure in travel. We can more appreciate that the word was derived from “travail,” meaning labour or hardship.

What did the Romans ever do for us?

WELL, THEY MADE STILTON CHEESE FOR A START!

A LUCKY FIND

A recent extraordinary find by our resident potter, Rick Landy, has caused something of a stir in archaeological circles and seems to prove that the connection between Stilton and cheese goes back even to Roman times!

BEST EXAMPLE

A keen amateur archaeologist, Rick was, er, pottering about in the fields around Stilton when he came across a Roman cheese press. Dating to about the 3rd century AD, the press resembles an earthenware flower pot, about 6 inches in diameter, with three circular drainage grooves in the bottom. Almost completely intact, it is believed to be the best preserved example of such a press ever found in Britain.

EXPORT INDUSTRY

In these days of industrial mass production we tend to forget that cheese making used to be a local, small-scale activity. Cheese presses such as this would therefore have been widely used in settled communities. Ben Robinson, Archaeologist Officer for Peterborough City Museum, commented: “Stilton was producing and exporting pottery in the Roman period. This and other finds make it entirely feasible that, due to its position on the fen edge, with north-south and east-west transport links, Stilton could have been an important staging post for a whole range of locally produced goods.”

The extensive Roman remains in the area, including around Stilton, and Ben Robinson’s comments, put ancient Stilton in quite a new light as potentially an important local “business park.” No doubt future finds will shed more light on this fascinating topic.

ANCIENT RECIPE

The Romans did not use cows’ milk, so this press was probably used to make a sheep’s milk cheese like Roquefort. According to the 1st century writer Columella, the right amount of rennet to use was the weight of a silver denarius (coin) to every bucket of milk. The curdled milk would then have been transferred to one of these moulds to have the whey squeezed out, probably using a weight. After this, it would be removed to a cool place, salted and re-pressed before being left to mature.

Who knows, maybe even Roman travellers through Stilton were eating blue cheese! (I said put the cheese in the mould, not the mould in the cheese!)

SEE FOR YOURSELF

Rick’s interesting find will be on display at Cheese-Rolling, so come and have a look at a piece of real local history! It is a pleasing coincidence that this find was unearthed by someone who himself makes particularly fine pottery for cheese.
