Post Office Closures

DON’T PANIC!

Stilton Parish Council contacted our MP, Mr Shailish Vara, when we became worried about the scale of Post Office closures and the possible consequences for Stilton. Happily, he has been able to put our minds at rest and confirms that “there are currently no plans to close Stilton Post Office.”

He is quoting from a letter received from John Breeden, Area Service Manager, Post Office Ltd. To quote further from the letter: “I am pleased to inform you that Post Office Ltd has no plans currently to close the Stilton Post Office branch and I can find no evidence that such proposals have been published.

“Post Office Ltd is committed to maintaining a Post Office service in Stilton.”

Stilton Parish Council will continue to keep watch on any further proposals (noting the weasel word “currently”) but at this time accepts these assurances.

Barn Close Play Area

The equipment is designed for children up to the age of 8 years. Please observe this limit strictly so that young children are able to play there unhindered and the equipment is not damaged.

Stilton Playing Field
By the time you read this, the draining of the field should be complete. The committee had hoped to organise an inaugural Family Day in July but have been advised that the surface could be damaged by a large event and it will still not be completely flat and so could be a safety hazard. However, the plans are “on hold" and may be resurrected before the end of the summer. During the holidays further work on the field infrastructure will be going on, but it should be possible to use the field at the same time. Please obey the rules, especially NO BIKES, NO DOGS on the field.

Mrs Worthington's Almshouses
The Trustees of the charity held an open day on June 7th for all the people who had contributed to the refurbishment of the Almshouses. This made it possible to thank publicly the architect/project manager. Mr J Hartley; the builder Mr R Goodwin; Huntingdon District Council; The Charity Bank and The National Association of Almshouses in particular.

APPRECIATION

All eight Trustees have been actively involved in this major project. Four were particularly thanked; Liam McGivern, Mike Nicolay, Yvonne Warner and Doug Maltman have given greatly of their time and expertise. The three new residents are now in their new homes, although the exterior work has to be completed.

Stilton Churchyard and Cemetery
NO CHANGE TO FEES

At its Annual Meeting held in May, Stilton Parish Council decided not to alter the present scale of fees for burials and the inhumation of cremated remains.

DIMINISHING SPACE

A wider discussion about future burials will become more urgent as the number of vacant grave spaces diminishes. There are about 20 plots in the open area of the Churchyard, which can be pre-purchased (i.e. reserved) for £140 per plot or £25 for cremated remains. Anyone wanting to discuss this should contact the Parish Clerk, Mrs Croll (241042 or 10 Caldecote Road). The remaining plots are scattered around the Churchyard so two or more adjacent plots cannot be guaranteed. There are no early plans of burials in the Cemetery in Church Street. But on investigation it is likely vacant spaces will be made. The area of the Churchyard containing old burials and memorials is “closed” - the document making the order was signed by Queen Victoria herself!

PROPOSALS

Recently, Home Office ministers have made proposals to allow re-use of spaces after 75 years, However, these are still speculative ideas and until the law becomes clear the Parish Council can take no action. It is well understood that many people want to ensure their burial in their home village and eventually there will have to be a debate on the possible ways ahead. There is no obvious solution given the shortage of affordable land in the village. The Parish Council has the power to establish and maintain a cemetery, but is not obliged to do so.

DO YOU KNOW ABOUT THE NEW CAR SEAT RULES?

SEPTEMBER DEADLINE

Few parents seem to be aware of new laws coming into effect in September that make it compulsory for children up to the age of 12 (i.e. born after Sept 1994) to be carried in cars with suitable child restraints. At present, children must use restraints “if available” - this let-out clause is being abolished. There are some exceptions - eg in taxis, on emergency/ unplanned journeys, or where two child seats in the rear prevent the fitting of a third, when the adult seat belt must be used by the third child.

Children's car seats are sold by weight capacity; the child’s needs change as he/she grows and develops. Although there are seats designed for a wide age range they are not generally considered to be as safe as those more specifically age/weight related.

GIVE THEM A BOOST...

Most young children will accept travelling in a special car seat. Older ones may be less amenable, but ignoring this new law could cost you money in fines. Your child will have to accept that, until the age of 12, they will have to use an approved restraint. Seats with “wings” are the safest option, giving best protection to head and chest in a crash. If a child is reluctant to use such a seat, an alternative is the “booster” seat which will be legal for children from 22-36 kgs in weight (3st 7lb - 5st 9lb) and up to 135cm (4ft 5in) in height. Such booster seats are known as “Group 3 Restraints.” But note that these booster seats are specially designed to provide proper restraint in a car seat with seat belts worn. Any old cushion, bean-bag or rolled-up coat WILL NOT DO and could even be worse than no booster seat at all.

... OR MAKE ‘EM BELT UP!

Children over age 12 or taller than 135cm must wear the normal seat belts fitted both in the front and rear of the car.

Once this new law is more widely known there may be a rush to buy suitable child restraints. Parents are advised to avoid being caught out and to buy the right type of seat/restraint soon. You should buy from a reputable source and check that the seat carries the BSI kite mark. Read the fitting instructions carefully - the performance of the seat in a crash depends critically on its being fitted correctly.

STILTON OAKS WINS PRESTIGIOUS ENVIRONMENT AWARD

WILDLIFE PRIORITY

While golf courses may look like barren expanses of grass to the casual observer, golfers won’t need telling that they are usually home to a wide variety of wildlife. When the decision was made to convert farm land into Stilton Oaks golf course Don and Janet Darke decided that wildlife would be a key priority.  After several years of assessment, their efforts have been recognised with the English Golf Environmental Award, by a consortium of the English Golf Union, English Nature and the Sports Turf Research Institute. The award is given in recognition of commitment to good ecological practice and is the only one in East Anglia.

SUCCESSFUL

This was very gratifying. The increase in birds, mammals and reptiles regularly seen on the golf course has been steady and is continuing. The predicted demise of skylarks was one particular concern so, to encourage skylarks and other forms of wildlife, large areas of the course are left undisturbed, some being left uncut until August each year.  These tactics appear to have been successful because it is obvious that the number of species is increasing. Most golfers who play here regularly understand the reason why the course is managed as it is.

HABITAT

Approximately one thousand trees have been planted annually for the last 15 years.  Many are now maturing and providing good cover for the birds and other wildlife.  Also, there are lots of very old hedgerows which provide excellent habitat for many creatures. 

RARE BIRDS

To date, at least 90 species of birds have been confirmed here (a complete list is displayed in the golf office) and many breed on the course.  Some of the more unusual ones seen include: Ring Ouzel, Redstart, Goldcrest, Lesser Whitethroat, Willow Warbler, Oystercatcher, Common Tern, Merlin, Hobby, Snipe and Curlew.

THRIVING

In summer, damselflies and dragonflies can be seen darting around the ponds and lakes and many waterfowl drop in or stay a while. There is a thriving grass snake population; newts (including Great Crested ones) and many small vertebrates have been seen, including weasels, stoats, voles and shrews. Deer are seen regularly - many Muntjac, and some Chinese Water Deer and Roe Deer.  Badger prints have been seen at the edges of ponds. 

Wildlife is thriving at Stilton Oaks, giving pleasure to many people, including many of our regular golfers, some of whom are now enthusiastic wildlife watchers!

SCAN says: We are grateful to Janet Darke for telling us about this extraordinary success story right on our own doorstep. She and Don can be justifiably proud of their efforts in combining a successful business, a popular recreational facility and a thriving wildlife haven in one project. We tried to get a photo of Don posing with the award, but he is even more shy and retiring than the wildlife!

History Lesson

SIT UP AND PAY ATTENTION!

There’s nothing SCAN likes more than thumbing through dusty archives. This month, we reproduce an entry, found by Mike Nickolay, in an 1862  publication: History, Topography & Directory of Bedfordshire and Huntingdonshire. The authors obviously felt that a simple directory of the two counties wouldn’t hold the readers’ attention for long, so they supplemented it with such essential gems as: A List of the Kings of England, An Account of the Heptarchy and of the Idols Worshipped by the Saxons, and Genealogical Tables of the Sovereigns of England. Gripping stuff eh? Bet you’ll have to look up what the Heptarchy was! However, the Stilton entry gives a fascinating glimpse into a lost age:

STILTON

Is a parish and village, well known as giving name to a celebrated kind of cheese, situated on the Great North Road, and the supposed British Ermine Street, afterwards a Roman road, of which some remains, paved with stone, may yet be traced, distant 12½ miles from Huntingdon, about 6 miles south-west of Peterborough, 8½ miles south-east of Oundle, and 75 miles from London.

It is in the hundred of Norman Cross, and, by the census of 1851, contained 803 inhabitants. The church, dedicated to St. Mary, is a small ancient edifice, with tower, and modern chancel. The living is a rectory, in the patronage of the Bishop of Ely. The tithes were commuted in 1805. Here is a National School, also two places of worship belonging to the Wesleyan Methodists. The interest of some stock in the navy - five per cents., bequeathed by John Apreece, Esq., in 1821 - is distributed amongst seven poor women, who have attained the age of 60 years. The rental of the church land, 5a. 1r. 9p., is expended in the repairs of the church. 

Stilton stands on the side of a hill, and, previous to the formation of railways, was well supplied with inns, in consequence of the immense traffic in coaches and posting - now discontinued. The surrounding country offers little except its agreeable verdure. The fens are immediately contiguous on the east; and an extent of about three miles, terminating at Whittlesea Mere, is called Stilton Fen.

The place became famous for its cheese about 1720, although it is not an original production of this neighbourhood, but was first sold at the Bell Inn here, when kept by the celebrated rider, Cooper Thornton. He received it from a Mrs. Paulet, of Wymondham, near Melton Mowbray, Leicestershire, who supplied his house with it, and which he frequently sold at 2s. 6d. per lb. Hence it acquired the name of Stilton cheese, from the place of sale. Its quality depends more on the mode of its manufacture, than anything peculiar in the pasturage.

At Norman Cross, about 1 mile from this village, Barracks were erected for French prisoners, in 1797. Area, 1570 acres. The Rev. W. Strong is lord of the manor.

The list of residents and their occupations shows what a bustling little community Stilton must have been, even without the passing coach traffic. We might expect to find wheelwrights, farmers and blacksmiths, but a bell foundry is a surprise! We also struggle to visualise George Hewerdine’s combined grocers and watchmakers; “Sorry, I thought you wanted some thyme!”

We guess that Mrs Habart was the widow of Jean Habart, the former French PoW from the Norman Cross depot who settled here as a baker. Presumably after his murder his widow kept up the business.

Many thanks to Mike Nickolay and his dusty thumbs for unearthing this treasure. If any readers have family connections with any of the above, we’d love to hear from you. No doubt there are many fascinating stories to tell!

STILTON RT’s YOUNG RIDERS BATTLE THROUGH

Last month, our 19 year old York University student James Sampson contested the  British Espoirs (Under 23) Championship on a leg-breaking 145 km double circuit based around Long Crendon near Bicester.

This Twickenham CC organised race saw Britain's top European based under 23's taking on the British based riders on two rolling circuits made even harder by continuous rain most of the week. Amazingly, the sun tried to shine on the Sunday and the riders kept dry probably for the first time this season!

RODE THROUGH

In a hotly contested race initially dominated by our French and Belgium based riders, the break went early on lap 2 (of 11 on this smaller circuit) and at one point the main field (including Sampson) were some 6 minutes behind. The frantic pace and the rolling hills eventually took their toll however and only 20 riders finished. Sampson had started the day not feeling too good with the beginnings of a cold, but he rode through his problems to finish an excellent 13th though some 11 minutes down on the deserving winner, 19 year old Peter Bissell. James goes on to contest the British Universities Championships and could be one of the favourites.

GRUELLING

Our other 19 year old student, Canadian Josh James, finished the gruelling 9-stage FBD RAS of Ireland contested by 12 nations. His final placing was 102nd  from the 145 starters, nearly 2 hours down but at least he finished. Somewhat wet and wind blown, in weather that was worse than in the UK, this must have been quite an eye opener for him. He now travels to France (for more racing) before going back to Vancouver for a holiday, returning to the UK in August.

CAMBRIDGE BLUES

James Cambridge is still trying to get his wife out of Dominica so that he can return to his new shop in Oakham  and get some racing in. His return will be most welcome and he will prove to be a useful coach to the younger elements in the team.

DOPEY SO-AND-SO’s

Finally, some prominent people in the bigger European cycling  scene are their own worst enemies; another possible doping scandal is brewing in Spain. Other sports and athletes are implicated as well as some cyclists, but the loser is one of Spain's most important teams with the withdrawal of a sponsor rumoured to spend some 8 million Euros a year on them.  Will the UCI act now and ban this team from the Tour de France as per the Pro Tour protocol, or will they just wash their hands of the scenario? What I could do with just 1 million Euros a year!
